The purpose of the Carbon Reduction Program
(CRP) is to reduce transportation emissions
through the development of State carbon
reduction strategies and by funding projects
designed to reduce transportation emissions.

Suballocation within the State

65% percent of funds apportioned to the State* shall be obligated in
proportion to their relative shares of the population in the State**
In urbanized areas with population of more than 200,000

In urbanized areas with population of not less than 50,000 and not more than 200,000
In urbanized areas with population of not less than 5,000 and not more than 49,999

In other areas of the State with a population of less than 5,000

35% percent of funds apportioned to the State® may be obligated in
any area of the State

*Each Fiscal Year
**Secretary may approve obligation by other factors if requested jointly by State and MPOs.
